
SUMMARY:

DUBLIN DOCKLANDS RISING MAINS SCHEME
Design and Construction of twin 500mm diameter foul rising mains from Spencer
Dock Pumping Station across the River Liffey to the Main Lift Pumping Station

Part of the project entailed a review of the existing network model of the area to optimise the performance of
the system to allow for future development in the area in a phased manner and the elimination of flooding.
